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1. Introduction





AS/SET Quickie Print returns information from sections of AS/SET programs in a format more readable and/or unavailable to that provided by the standard AS/SET print functions.  It is best used to extract specific sections of a program at a time and to display it directly, thus removing the need to look at programs via the edit mode.





Main Features:





Can exclude 'deleted' (commented-out) code lines, thus making the print-out smaller and more understandable.


Much improved Report-section layouts - shows field widths and names.


Generic and multi-set program selection.


Much faster than standard indented print, and can display direct to screen.





Other Features:





Improved indent marking.


Select code lines by date changed.


Select specific screens and subroutines.


Shows file and data-model on result field.


Subroutine call summary shows calls to other routines and programs.


Subroutine called-from summary shows where routines are referenced.


Screen layouts with fields, field groups and validation.


Narrative, Parameters and Data Structures.


Field list shows Data Structure sub-field references.


Current program, screen, subroutine and report printed atop each page.

2.1 How to Install – FTP method





Note: FTP is the easiest way to install this product.  If you don’t have an FTP connection with your AS/400, see the next section, ‘Installing Using non-FTP methods’





1. On the AS/400 create a save file, e.g.  CRTSAVF QGPL/SAVF2





2. On your PC start a DOS session, then transfer ASQP.SAV to the AS/400


using the following FTP commands :





cd c:\temp                   (or the directory where asqp.sav resides)


ftp sysname                (where sysname = your AS400 System Name)


                                    (enter user id, then password, as prompted by ftp)


bin                               (selects binary image transfer)


put asqp.sav qgpl/savf2 replace       (copies file to AS400 save file)


quit                                                     (exit ftp)


exit                                                      (exit DOS session)





3.  On the AS/400, check that the save file contains information:


	DSPSAVF SAVF2





4.  Restore the product components:


	RSTLIB ASTQPRT *SAVF SAVF(SAVF2)


  Or


	RSTOBJ *ALL ASTQPRT *SAVF SAVF(SAVF2) RSTLIB(yourlib)


   where yourlib is your utility / programming tools library





5.   Call the setup program.  This will enable the demo mode of the product.  (This mode only allows Action Diagrams to be printed):


	CALL ASTQPRT/ASQPSETUP ‘DEMO’


	(or yourlib/ASQPSETUP)








      End of procedure.


      (Continue with section ‘Simple example - How to do a print’.)

2.2 Installing Using non-FTP methods





Use one of these methods if you don’t have an FTP connection with your AS/400.





1.  Create a physical file to receive the save file, e.g.:


	CRTPF QGPL/SAVF1 RCDLEN(528)





2.  Now for the tricky step.  You need to download the PC document ASQP.SAV into this physical file.  There are many ways of doing this such as PC Support, RUMBA, Client Access, FTP, and Shared folders.  You may need to have an expert on hand to help with the finer details.


   If you are using something like PC Support, RUMBA or Client Access you will need an ‘.FDF’ template (PC-object) to refer to.  To create one, add a dummy record to the above physical file and upload it to your PC.  This process will create an .FDF object that can be referred to when downloading.  Remember to clear the physical file before doing the download.  Specify the ‘No Conversion’ option on data mapping.


   If you are using shared folders move the ASQP.SAV object into a shared folder then enter the command:


	CPYFRMPCD your-folder-name QGPL/SAVF1 ASQP.SAV


			TRNTBL(*NONE) TRNFMT(*NOTEXT)





3.  Create a save file to receive the physical file, e.g.:


	CRTSAVF QTEMP/SAVF2





4.  Now you must copy the physical file into the save file.  To do this write the below 8-line RPG program and compile it.  This program has the physical file as input and the save file as output.  An array is used to hold the data because the buffer size is too large for a single field.

	CALL CPYSAVF





6.  Now continue with step 3 in the previous section ‘How to Install – FTP method’�



3. Simple example - How to do a print





   To print the program ABC567 from set DEVSET, enter the following:


 


	PRTASPGM ABC567 DEVSET





   Based on the default settings, this will print the action diagrams of program ABC567 in  set DEVSET.  Deleted code lines will be excluded and the results will be sent directly to display.


   Press F4 to see the other options and F1 to see help text.








4. Notes about this product





Library independence


   This product is library independent.  What this means is that you don’t need the product library ASTQPRT in your library list to run the command, nor will it be added when it is run.  When you call the setup program ASQPSETUP, a copy of the main command PRTASPGM is duplicated into QGPL, and that should be sufficient for easy access.


   The contents of the product library may be moved or restored into any other library.  If you do this then either re-run the setup program or manually change the PGM and HLPPLNGRP parameters on the CHGCMD command for command PRTASPGM to reference the new library.





Changing defaults


   The main command is setup to print only the action diagrams by default.  If you wish change the defaults this can be done by use of the CHGCMDDFT command (Change Command Defaults).  E.g. to also print the narratives by default enter:


CHGCMDDFT PRTASPGM NEWDFT(‘PRTNAR(S)’)











5. The PRTASPGM (Print AS/SET Program) command





This is the command that drives the product.  It has thirty parameters as follows.  Each indented parameter is an option relating to the nearest non-indented parameter above it.

Program (PGM)


         The Program to be printed.  If a generic name is specified a list of programs matching that name and the below Set and Type will be displayed for selection.





Set (SET)


         The name of the Set containing the Program which is to be printed.  If *SELECT is specified a list of programs matching the PGM parameter from all sets will be listed for selection.

The name of the application set.  If a generic program is selected, a list will be displayed for this set.  Unlike the *SELECT (all) option, this will be fast.�

Display a list of matching programs from all sets for single-selection.  Due to the overhead associated with multi-member processing, this option may be initially slow, but should be faster when re-used shortly afterwards.  The selection display has a limit of 200 programs.�

Program type (TYP)


         The AS/SET program type i.e. Batch / Display / Report.  Unless there are programs with the same name but of different types, the best option would be to leave this as *SEARCH.  If a selection list is to be displayed, this may be used to filter the selection.

         Determines whether the results should be displayed immediately or left in a print file.

It also includes any upper-cased comment lines that immediately follow any of the following commented-out key-words:  EXECSQL, IF, DOU, DOW, or CALL.

         This is a sub-parameter of Print Action Diagrams and determines whether the file and data model should be printed with the result field, if available

         This is a sub-parameter of Print Action Diagrams and can cause each subroutine to start at the top of a page.  This is in addition to page breaks caused by overflow.

... Mark dates within range (MRKDAT)


         This is a sub-parameter of Print Action Diagrams and can flag or select code lines that have a last-changed date within a specified range.  The purpose of this is to identify changes that have been made during a period.

         Date range:  The dates should be in Century / Year / Month / Day format.  In the AS/SET code, a year greater than 50 is considered to be in the 20th century (19xx) and a year less than or equal to 50 is considered to be in the 21st century (20xx).





Print subroutine summary (PRTSRS)


         Determines whether a list of screen and subroutines should be printed.  The list looks similar to the one displayed when F23 (ADs) then F14 (summary) is selected from a screen display or screen listing.  This option can be extended to show subroutine and program calls and hence give a summary of the program's operation.

This option also considers access from screen validation routines, as well as from keywords PGMBEGACT, PGMENDACT and PGMERRACT.

         The name of the library where AS/SET program definitions are stored.  This library does not need to be in the library list when the command is run.  The value of this parameter is set to ‘ASSETF’ and will probably not need to be changed.

6. Print Layouts





The majority of output from this product is self explanatory.  This section contains some sample reports highlighting special features of the product.  Note that the below reports have been truncated on the right hand side to fit the page.





6.1 Action diagram layout





Page header:


At the top of each page is the Set, program Type, and Program.  There is a dot “.” inserted after the first character of the Set and Program.  This is there to prevent those names being picked up on a scan.  On the second line is the current subroutine and screen name, both with a dot in the second position.





Subroutine header:


When a new subroutine starts, the subroutine printed along with its description, and the name with a dot in position 2.  The dots can be used to help find subroutines quickly on a scan.  In the below example, scanning the program listing (from the top) for ‘A1LOAD’ will find each call to A1LOAD, whereas scanning for ‘A.1LOAD’ will go directly to the actual subroutine definition.





Indentation:


Every third indent uses a colon “:” character instead of a pipe “|”.  This makes the report easier to read, especially when the IF statements are spread over many pages.  GETBLK and ADDBLK statements are also indented when they have a corresponding ENDBLK.
